Activity 4.2 
Mr Daugaard will work on analysis of selected sectoral and regional for increasing EE demand. This will give input to benchmark 1 and 5 of the Activity 4.2.
There will be two main tasks for the mission:

1) EE in industry, including implications of ETS (Emission Trading System)

- Technical potential for EE within selective sectors (based on mission report Dr. Zink-Ehlert, April2005)
- The motivation/interest of companies for undertaking EE measures 

- The economic conditions for doing so, incl. the possibilities for using CO2 allowances under the European ETS market
- Observations & findings for the glass sector (as example) and the Polish industry as such. incl. possible suggestion for state support to address EE in industry  

2) 'Benchmark 5':Outline of a sub-strategy to concentrate the activities in selected areas in connection with funding, the creation of work places, and creation of innovative networks within the regions
